Annual Vaccinations - DHLPPC and Rabies

RABIES

Rabies is a virus that attacks the neurological system. The vaccine requirements vary by state as to how often a booster is needed. 

Texas Administrative Code Title 25 Part 1 Chapter 169 Subchapter A Rule §169.29 states: “The owner or custodian (excluding animal shelters) of each domestic dog or cat shall have the animal vaccinated against rabies before four months of age and within each subsequent 12-month interval thereafter. Rabies vaccines licensed by the United States Department of Agriculture and administered according to label directions must be used. Only vaccines with a three-year duration of immunity shall be used in dogs. Livestock (especially those that have frequent contact with humans), domestic ferrets, and wolf-dog hybrids should be vaccinated against rabies.”
DHLPPC

DISTEMPER (D)
This highly contagious viral disease is found wherever dogs are found. It affects the respiratory and nervous system and is often fatal.  Many young dogs coming out of animal shelters contract this disease.
ADENOVIRUS-2 (H) (also known as hepatitis)

Canine Adenovirus Type 1 infection causes infectious hepatitis, which may lead to severe kidney and/or liver damage. Type 2 can be a complicating factor in kennel cough. 

CANINE LEPTOSPIROSIS (L)
Leptospirosis is a disease carried by many wild animals. A dog can contract the disease from infected animals or by drinking contaminated water, like from a standing mud puddle. 

PARAINFLUENZA (P)

This viral respiratory disease is often partly responsible for "kennel cough" in dogs. Infection can be severe in young puppies. 
PARVOVIRUS (P)
A severe gastrointestinal virus that is highly fatal to dogs and puppies if not treated early.  Vaccinations are administered every 2-4 weeks for puppies under 16 weeks old. The Parvovirus vaccine can also be given separately and the last vaccine in the series is given after the puppy turns 16 weeks of age. This is an annual vaccine after the initial puppy series is completed. 
CORONA VIRUS (CV or C)

A gastrointestinal virus similar to parvovirus.  Coronavirus vaccines need to be administered twice, being as close to 8 and 11 weeks of age as possible. 
OTHER DISEASES 

BORDATELLA: (also known as kennel cough): This is an upper respiratory virus that causes a severe croup-like cough that can turn into pneumonia. It is airborne and highly contagious. The vaccine is administered to dogs and puppies who will attend obedience classes or who are boarded at a kennel. If the vaccine is not given intranasally, a booster is required in 3 weeks.  
LYME DISEASE

Lyme Disease is a complex illness that affects wild and domestic animals, as well as humans. Ticks spread the bacterium responsible for the disease. Yearly vaccinations have proven to be effective and safe.

Giardia

Giardia is an intestinal spirochete that causes severe diarrhea. This vaccine is more situational than routine and is administered annually.
